. cumency. '7 And Ephron’s field, which was in Machpelah, facing Mamye, the field and the cave

within it and all the trees in the field, within all its surrounding boundaries, was confirmed 18 as
Abraham’s as a purchase in the view of the children of Heth, among all who came to the gate

of his city. *° And afterwards Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the cave of the field of
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Machpelah facing Mamre, which is Hebron, In the land of Canaan, ® Thus, the field with its
cave confirmed as Abraham'’s as an estate for a burial site, from the children of Heth,
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16. 11y — To Ephron. Throughout the chapter, Ephron’s
name is spelled with a 1, but here, where money changed
hands and the sale was consummated, the 1 is omitted.
Thereby the Torah Implies that his stature was diminished
— R€ started out by makin grandiose offers of a gift, but
then_revealed himself as a_areedy man who extorted far
more than the property was worth — for_in the end he

tiable currency — which were known as centenaria. As the
Taimud (Bava Metzia 87a) explains, each shekel that Abra-
ham used to pay for the plot was worth 2,500 ordinary
shekels (Rashi). Thus Abraham paid a total of one million
ordinary shekels for the cave.

This illustrates Abraham's love for Sarah, He chose the
finest burial site for her and did not haggle over the price.
As the Midrash states, this is one of three places where
Scripture attests to the Jews’ uncontestable possession of
the Holy Land. For the Cave of Machpelah, the site of the

consequence of people’s inability to fully actualize the soul’s
potential in_elevating the body. Thus, the soul retains this

unused potential. The body too suffers, because it is upable to
make use of everything the soul has to offer. Thus, as long as
the person is alive, both parts of the soul-body_partnership
suffer. God alleviates this anguish through death.

When a person dies, his or her soul goes to a place known
as the World of Souls. There, freed from the body, it grows to
the extent that the person developed it during his or her
lifetime. It develops according to how much Torah was learned
and how many commandments of the Torah (mitzvot) were
observed while it was with the body. The body simultaneously

_goes through'a decomposition process which purifies it al-

N

lowing the body to rid itself of the negativity put in it through

the person’s actions. Once the soul has grown to the extent
Mthat it can, based on that person’s actions, God reunites it with-
the body at the time He establishes as being best for the world.
Once the body and soul are reunited in this way, the soul will
be able to give the body what it was unable to give it before. At
that point, the reunification is the healthiest partnership pos-
sible. The body and soul unite in a true oneness of which they
were not previously capable. :

The Gemara (Bava
Basra 58a) discusses how R’ Benaah delineated the exact locations
of all the tombs in the Maaras HaMachpeilah and also records his’
. glimpse of Adam HaRishon’s heels and “two sun-like orbs”

Sk Itis no coincidence that Avraham Avinu chose the burial place of
Adam and Chavah to be the choice burial plot of the Patriarchs. The
Midrash describes how Avraham Avinu discovered the burial place
of Adam HaRishon. When the angels came to visit Avraham Avinu

" and give him the good news that in a year’s time Sarah Imeinu would
give birth to their son, Yitzchak, Avraham ran to prepare food for
his three illustrious guests. As he opened the door to the corral, the
young calf Avraham had chosen to slaughter for the meal leapt past
him and escaped. Avraham Avinu chased after him and stayed in hot
pursuit all the way to a cave. Entering after the calf, Avraham Avinu

/ discovered the graves of Adam HaRishon and Chavah. Many years

‘1\ Jater, he bought the cave as the burial place for Sarah Imeinu.

Of all the curses that befell mankind in the aftermath of Adam
HaRishon's sin, the most devastating was the decree of death. “121% 7
“31WN 19y 281 AKX 19y *) NAR? T *D IR OK - Until you return
 to the ground that you were taken from; for you are dust, and to dust
shall yowreturn” (Bereishis 3:19). This was not simply a punishment
for tranég}essmg the will of Hashem. Adam HaRishon was created

0°°n DBW3 ox1 - And Hashem God formed Adam, dust from the earth,

and breathed into his nose a living soul” (Bereishis 2:7). First, Hashem
molded the clod of earth into the form of Adam, then he placed within
him a Godly soul. Chazal tell us (Chagigah 12a) that Adam HaRishon
was very tall: “Rebbi Elazar said: y"p1% 79 yIX7 10 PWRT OTR ~ Adam

HaRishon [stood] from the earth to the Heavens” With this statement,

our Sages indicate that Adam was composed of all the aspects of Cre-

"Vation, from the most physical elements to the most Divine. His tachlis,
| his purpose, was to lift himself up beyond the earthy, animalistic ele-
; ments within himself and reach an exalted level of spirituality. This

is alluded to in the possuk, “M™ 7%Y? XA 7797 DIRG 12 MI YT D

that goes up above, and the spirit of the animal that descends below to

the earth” (Koheles 3:21).

0 were made from dust in order to elevate it. Instead, you have returned

to dust, and suffered a mighty yeridah, a fall. Hashem reduced Adam
HaRishon from his former greatness and diminished him. “mow 11”3
93 *YY MM, IR WY1 TYY PP 773PA IR ~ Once he sinned,”
HaKadosh Baruch Hu placed His hands upon him and diminished
him, as it is written: ‘And You have placed Your palms upon me.”
(Tehillim 139:5) '

Vel afar tashuv can therefore be understood on two levels. In the
literal sense, mankind will henceforth be buried in dust, according
to the decree of death upon the human race. In a much deeper sense
it means that Adam HaRishon failed in his mission; he remained at-
tached to the earthly elements of his being.

>

The Legacy of the Cave
The place where the curse of el afar tashuy was fulfilled in its literal

sense was the Cave of the Machpeilah. With the interment of his body,

Adam HaRishon quite literally returned to the dust from whence he
had come. Thus, the Maaras HaMachpeilah represents the failure of
Adam HaRishon's mission and the corruption of the entire human
race, along with the world in which he lives.

.- The owner of this accursed place was Efron (]170Y), a name mean-

y

ing literally ‘of the dust’ (79¥). What is more, Efron was leader of
the sons of Cheis (D). a name related to several words that refer to
Jowliness, such as pachas, nachis and tachas (depression, descent, and
underneath, respectively). This is no mere coincidence. These people
held sway over the single location in the world that was at the root of
the fall of Adam HaRishon.

There is a possuk in Tehillim that describes how Moshe Rabbeinu
received the Torah. 3w naw 017 N°YY - You ascended on high and
took a hostage” (Tehillim 68:19). The Gemara (Shabbos 88b) recounts
how Moshe Rabbeinu entered into the territory of the angels. They
did not want to relinquish the Holy Torah to mere flesh and blood.

“ovwn Yy 910 min - Place Your glory on the Heavens” (Tehillim 8:2),
they declared, “Keep the Torah in Shamayim” Through a series of
arguments, Moshe Rabbeinu succeeded in proving that the Torah

R

belongs in the hands of mortals, and brought the Torah down toitﬁe‘ 7

Jewish people.
Avraham Avinu accomplished a similar feat, but in the reverse
direction. He came to bnei Cheis, to Efron, the ruler of the most

lowly members of the human race, and he lowered himself to them.

“NN *127 PIRA DY MDY DANAR 0P - And Avraham stood and bowed
to the people of the land, to the children of Cheis” (Bereishis 23:7).
“PINT O IDY OANIN NN - And Avraham bowed before the people
of the earth” (verse 12)." The Gemara (Sukkah s3a) describes the bow
called hishtachaviyah and mentions that it requires a person to bow
completely down to the ground. When Avraham Avinu went down,

of the Heavens' and not ‘the God of the earth; because the world did
not recognize Him, and His Name was not common(ly heard] in the

. . Ed." For this very reason, Tosafos (Brachos 4ob) says that the first

brachah in Shemoneh Estei is a valid blessing though it seems to lack
a statement of Hashem's kingship. “The words ‘Elokei Avraham’ are
tantamount to a declaration of Hashem’ kingship, since it was through
Avraham Avinu's efforts to spread awareness of Hashern’s existence
that HaKadosh Baruch Hu became the King of the entire world”
Avraham Avinu succeeded in crowning HaKadosh Baruch Hu
King of a world that had forgotten Him. In this way, Avraham Avinu x
took the shiflus, the lowliness of the world and raised it up once again.’
He tapped into the Malchus of HaKadosh Baruch Hu and made it
accessible to the inhabitants of the world. “%3 0702 171 WK 07 PR
X3 1w o *X 20 130N WY NY? X721 TX° - Master of the world,
Who reigned before any form was created, once it was His desire to
make all things, then ‘King’ was His Name called” (Siddur). It is an ac-
complishment that the human mind cannot fathom. Today, we cannot
imagine a world without the awareness of HaKadosh Baruch Hu.

" Sarah Imeinu’s Greatness ) .

The Torah writes, T 7w *3 W AW DX X3P Xy — Her name shall
r—flhoﬂlonger be called Sarai, but Sarah. shall be her name” (Bereishis
17:15). Her change of name demonstrated an expansion of her fieldof
influence, The name Sdrai suggested that she was sovereign only over
herself, but Sarah, without the possessive yud, meant that she was now
‘sovereign over everyone (Rashi). Saral’s name, therefore, reflects her
position of authority, her malchus. It expresses her inner quality of
control and her ability to influence. “1°30 721 N2 A3 5y - All the
horior of a princess is within” (Tehillim 45:14). Sarah was the quintes-
sential example of this noble quality. She was the eishes chayil, Avra-
ham Avinu’s weman of valor.

7,< By bringing Sarah Imeinu to burial in the Maaras HaMachpeilah
Avraham Avinu completed the full measure of elevation. Vayakam
hasadeh: And the field stood up. The lowliness of the place was re-
‘moved and it was elevated to a state of intense kedushah. “It passed
\from the hands of a commoner to the hands of a king” Avraham
Avinu “concerned himself with the cursed one,” the earth, and buried
Sarah, the bas Melech, and transformed the Maaras HaMachpeilah
into a place of deep holiness. It became the place of the Avos, a site
of great elevation.
